PASTOR’S REPORT 

 

Three things come to my mind as I think back over 2009: (1) a surprise that becomes a challenge; (2) 
some numbers; (3) our church facility. 

A Challenging Surprise 

It wasn’t a pleasant surprise. Some weeks ago I was preparing for the worship service when we would 
welcome our congregation’s most recent new members. On my computer I opened the page that contains 
the words of welcome and prayer for that occasion. On the back of that page I keep a list of the names of 
the persons who have joined PCIS since I came here in June 2003. I added three new names and printed 
the page. 

The unpleasant surprise came when I glanced down through the list. There are names of 54 persons on the 
list and 17, almost one-third, are no longer active in our congregation. Most of these have moved out of 
the area. 

It underscores one of the abiding challenges before us as a congregation. We cannot take growth for 
granted. We live in a highly transient area in a highly unstable time. The Boston Globe recently reported 
that last month Massachusetts marked a sobering milestone: for the first time since World War II, the 
Commonwealth ended a decade with fewer jobs than it had at the beginning. And on top of all of that, we 
live in an region where there are not a lot of Presbyterians. 

There is a bit of good news in that last sentence. Because there are not a lot of Presbyterian churches 
around, persons who definitely seek a Presbyterian ethos will travel some distance to find us. There is 
also some good news about the other 37 names on the list. All of those persons are fully active in terms of 
worship and stewardship, and many are very involved teaching Sunday School, leading adult education, 
participating in the music ministry, or serving on committees and boards. 

So there is much for which to be thankful (there always is) and there is a challenge to grow. A lot of us 
work hard at it. But all of us have a part in growing. Do three things. First, pray for your staff, Session, 
Deacons, and Trustees and support their ministries. Second, invite people you know to services or events 
and welcome those who come because others invited them. Third, do more than invite and welcome — 
befriend! Those who study church growth say that what “glues” people to a congregation is not the pastor 
or the sermons or the music. It’s people. All of us together can make a difference. 

Numbers 

Annual reports are to some degree about numbers. So in terms of things we can count, here are some 
numbers from 2009. 

On average, about a third of my time each week goes to planning and preparing worship and sermons. 
And to some extent we can count what happens in worship. In 2009 there were 94 worship services at 
PCIS, 84 on Sunday mornings and 10 at other times. The sacrament of the Lord’s Supper was celebrated 
22 times and the sacrament of Baptism 3 times. In addition to Communion during corporate worship, the 
sacrament was also served three times to persons in the hospital or shut-in. 

We sang 142 hymns and a somewhat lesser number of praise songs. Of the 142 hymns, 125 were sung 
only once in the year (which means we’re not stuck in a repetitive loop) and about 45% of the hymns 
would be classified as “old favorites.” 
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I preached 70 times or maybe it was 47 times. You’ll have to decide because I have never figured out how 
to count sermons. When I preach at two services on Sunday mornings, is that one sermon or two? I guess 
it depends on how you look at it. So I’ll put it this way: I prepared 47 different sermons and preached 70 
times (60 on Sunday mornings and 10 at other times). 

In addition to leading the sacraments of Communion and Baptism, I married one couple and conducted 
three funerals. I attended approximately 150 scheduled meetings and I’ve never tried to count the number 
of phone calls, emails sent and received, and personal conversations. 

But to count things at all brings to mind questions about what I or we did or didn’t do. How many times 
did I pray? Many, many times, of course. But did I pray enough? How many times did I read the 
scriptures just to listen for God’s Word and not to prepare a sermon or a Bible study? Do I read the Bible 
enough? Do we? It’s just hard to say. 

And how do we count what happens in all the worship services of the church. We can count attendance 
and hymns and sermons and what’s put in the offering plates. But how do we count when we hear the 
Lord speak to us? How do we count how our lives change and become more in accord with what God 
wants for us? Ultimately the things we cannot count count the most! 

Our church facilities 

The actual before-and-after pictures we have don’t do it justice, but the pictures in my mind’s eye do. To 
put it quite frankly, our church facilities were seriously deteriorating especially on the exterior. On the 
inside everything was looking worn, dull, and dirty. Most of us were used to it so we didn’t really see it. 
But in all honesty, it wasn’t pretty. 

What a difference a year makes! Of course, the wonderful renewal of our facilities didn’t happen just by 
the passage of time. It required countless hours from many, many people and the unstinting financial 
support of the congregation. 

The result is amazing and I am, as I know we all are, deeply grateful for God’s blessings and the 
leadership and support of God’s people.

PARISH ASSISTANT’S REPORT 

Throughout 2009 the primary focus was on visiting members who were ill, hospitalized, shut-in, or 
grieving the recent loss of a loved one. Several members were visited on a regular basis, the frequency of 
visits being determined by particular needs and/or requests of the individuals visited. I coordinated in-
home and in-hospital communion services with Bill McIvor for members who were unable to attend 
church due to illness. Phone contacts were also a helpful way of maintaining contact with members who 
benefited from a little extra support from the church during times of stress. Members who experienced the 
death of a close family member continued to receive a copy of Granger Westberg’s book Good Grief as 
an expression of care and concern on the part of the congregation. This person-to-person contact with 
members seemed to be quite meaningful and continued to consume the greatest amount of my parttime 
schedule. 

The second priority of this ministry was to provide worship leadership. In consultation with Dr. McIvor a 
regular schedule of worship assistance was adopted. I assisted once or twice a month through September 
and on a more frequent basis for the remainder of the year, doing Joys and Concerns, the Pastoral Prayer, 
and the Offertory Prayer for both the 9:30 and 11:00 worship services. On July 26 I provided the sermon 
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for both services. 

Through October 2009 I coordinated the Worship at Wingate worship services with Pete Raymond, 
providing the pastoral prayer for each service and doing substitute preaching when he was unable to 
preach. In October we held a special service of appreciation for the ten years of service Pete gave to this 
ministry. As of November I became the contact person for this ministry, planning the services and 
providing the sermons. In December we did the annual Nine Lessons and Carols, with the help of the 
Chancel Choir and the Jarvis Family. Approximately 30 to 40 residents worship with us at this monthly 
service, which is the only Protestant worship service provided at Wingate. The residents and staff at 
Wingate showed appreciation for this service with a note of thanks and a monetary contribution to the 
church. 

In May a study group on Protestant Spirituality was held for three Sundays. This was a discussion group 
that used Richard Schmidt’s book God Seekers as a departure point of discussion. We traced the evolution 
of Christian spirituality from its early beginnings in the 2nd century through its expression during the 
Reformation. The discussion focused on the polarities involved in the different ways in which spirituality 
is expressed: holistic v. dualistic; mystical v. cognitive; communal v. individualistic; inward v. outward; 
and prophetic v. institutional. We found that while each different expression may emphasize one side of a 
polarity, the other side is also always present to some extent. We also noted that Presbyterians inherit a 
belief in the importance of God’s grace from Martin Luther and a belief in the importance of God’s 
sovereignty from John Calvin in our spirituality. 

The Pastoral Care column in the church newsletter continued to be a place where pastoral care issues 
could be brought to members’ attention. Emphasis was placed on issues having to do with personal 
spiritual growth and ways in which we express and share our faith.

The Annual Meeting of the Congregation of the Presbyterian Church in Sudbury was called to order by 
the moderator, The Rev. Dr. D. William McIvor, at 1:15 PM in the Fellowship Hall. Following a brief 
statement of appreciation for those who prepared lunch, Pastor McIvor opened the meeting with prayer 
and a reading from Psalm 90:1-17. The singing of a hymn followed (Our God, Our Help in Ages Past).

Docket. The docket was voted approved.

Looking Back to 2008 and Ahead to 2009 

Three members of Session gave their reflections on 2008 and the coming year. 

Tammy Wilson spoke of the congregation coming together to sponsor a mission trip to the Philippines — 
how people rallied in support of the trip and how the travelers shared their stories with the congregation 
upon return. In 2009, Tammy sees the congregation addressing the need to improve and grow Christian 
education for children, especially as education is an area of interest and concern when newcomers 
consider joining a church. 

Peter Welsh highlighted the “scientific and sensitive” work that went into analyzing the needs of the 
congregation with regard to a new Sunday morning schedule. In 2009, Peter sees a renewed emphasis in 
membership growth in the areas of hospitality, educational offerings and personal invitations to the 
community. 

Allison Latta cited the changes that occurred in 2008, including the new worship schedule, the ambitious 
mission trip to the Philippines, emphasis on the time with younger children in worship. Looking ahead to 
2009, Allison spoke of “taking care of God’s house” with the beginning of capital campaign 
improvements. 

Members of the congregation gave their reflections: 
• Dan Olsen was thanked for his dedication and hard work with the high school Youth Group. 
• Peter Raymond was acknowledged and thanked for his ministry work in leading the once-a-

only ones available to residents. 

• Sally Millar was thanked for her efforts in organizing the Philippines trip and also her years 
of service as moderator of the Nominating Committee. 

Aileen Gardner summarized the annual report of the Deacons. She thanked outgoing members, giving a 
very brief description of their service. She next welcomed incoming members to the board. Parish potluck 
lunches have been scheduled for 2009. Nancy Kohl was thanked for coordinating the driving program in 
2008. 

Reflections on 2009 Budget 

Pastor McIvor introduced discussion of the 2009 budget (approved by Session on January 20, 2009) with 
a brief review of pledged giving in 2009 vs. 2008. As of this meeting, 69 pledges have been received for 
$275,976. Nine pledges from 2008 have not been received for an estimated total of $32,380. 

It was noted that the mortgage on the 
addition to the church building will be retired in 2009. Other technical questions on budget were 
answered. 

Discussion of Parish Assistant Position 

Due to budgetary concerns, at their January meeting, Session voted to the end the Parish Associate 
position held by Peter Raymond to coincide with Peter’s graduation from seminary at the end of May. 
Several testimonials for Peter’s work were given. Comments, suggestions and requests were received, 
including: 

• Requests of Session to revisit ending Peter’s employment 
• A suggestion to decrease hours while keeping the position 
• A suggestion that an appeal be made to the congregation for pledges (or a special offering) to 

cover cost of retaining the position (several members stated their monetary support for this 
suggestion) 

• It was noted that although Peter will graduate from seminary in May, the earliest he can be 
ready to accept a call will be November 2009 

It was acknowledged that in the long-term, ministry in the area of education, parish care and worship at 
Wingate will need to be addressed. 

Adjournment. Voted to adjourn the meeting at 2:31 PM. The meeting was closed in prayer by Pastor 
McIvor.

Worship Leadership 

The 2009 Worship Committee was chaired by Allison Latta and consisted of Elders Jessie Robinson and 
Peter Welsh, Music Director Matthew Guerrieri, and church members Dave Jarvis, Mark Nelson, Rob 
Surratt and Pastor Bill McIvor. The committee returned to its traditional monthly 4th Tuesday evening 
meetings with one extended Saturday “mini-retreat” over the summer including a short Biblical study on 
the role of music in worship. 

We acknowledge and sincerely thank Tom Pye and Dan Coffin for their continued service as head ushers, 
Jean and Bob Mugford for their service in preparation of the elements for Communion and the Dossett 
Family for coordination of floral arrangements, Easter lilies, poinsettias and Advent greens. 
 

Actions of the Worship Committee 

The committee continued to monitor closely the details of logistics regarding the new morning schedule. 
Small adjustments to the elements in both services were made in order to maximize the integrity of 
worship, musical offerings and Sunday School programming. 

Under the direction of Mark Nelson, a congregational Lenten Devotional Booklet with personal 
reflections on scripture from individual members was again organized, produced and distributed church-
wide. 

The committee continued to work collaboratively regarding musical offerings and endeavored to try new 
formats. The committee planned a summer “Hymn Sing,” a renewed version of “Cookies and Carols” 
during Advent, and has further plans for special musical services in the coming year which more 
creatively combine the differing talents and styles of the Praise Team and the Chancel Choir. 

A thorough review of the Music Ministry was conducted, including a fresh look at information garnered 
from the Congregational Survey of 2008 and a face to face feedback meeting with all members of the 
Praise Team and the Chancel Choir. Results of this review were enlightening and constructive. 

The committee also endeavored to refurbish, replenish and reorganize our banner inventory. To that end, 
several new banners were purchased for the sanctuary, several were repaired and plans for two new 
handmade banners are in place for 2010. 

The committee researched thoroughly its options for sanctuary sound upgrade. Three different companies 
submitted proposals and demonstrated their equipment in our sanctuary space. Final decisions on 
equipment and installation however must wait until Capital Campaign Funds are replenished. 

Time with the Younger Church settled into a predictable pattern. The committee has now focused this 
time toward teaching and encouraging participation from the Elementary School aged children during 
first service and toward scripture and/or dramatic readings from older youth during second service. The 
Middle School class now attends full services on Communion Sundays and is responsible for leading 
Time with the Younger Church at both services.

Recognition of the need for more thoughtful scheduling of Pastor McIvor’s preaching in order to provide 
him with adequate time for sermon planning led to a brainstorming session on pulpit supply. Close 
attention to the calendar and our options in this regard will be a priority for the committee in 2010. 
 

Worship Schedule and Special Services 

The 9:30 and 11:00am worship schedule was maintained through May 2009. The committee again 
recommended and Session approved a single, 10:00 a.m. service throughout the summer which went into 
effect earlier this calendar year, beginning at Pentecost. The two service format resumed in September. 

With direction from Pastor McIvor, the committee again recommended and Session approved a special 
series of Lenten services including services on each day during Holy Week and the Great Vigil of Easter 
on Saturday evening. These services have become standard in the worship calendar and were again well-
attended and well-received. 

The conclusion of the Sunday School program year was commemorated with special offerings from all 
age groups at both services on May 22, the last Sunday of the two service format.

3. Immediate Need: Serve those who need immediate help through the Salvation Army Miracle Kitchen, 
Grace Evangelical Free Church, Framingham Resource Center, Neighbor-to-Neighbor, Little 
Children of the Philippines, Christopher’s Haven, AMPATH / Kenya mission, and Sudbury Food 
Pantry. 

4. Coordinate Special Offerings and ministry-focused collections of goods.

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Accomplishments 

We participated in the following areas of outreach and service during 2009: 

• AMPATH / Kenya Mission: Aileen Gardner leads this mission activity that is in its second 
year with our church. Aileen made several trips to Kenya in 2009 and continues to bring back 
the story of the needs of the adults and children who are served by the program. By way of 
background, the Academic Model for the Prevention and Treatment of HIV (AMPATH) is a 
project initiated by Moi University School of Medicine and Moi Teaching and Referral 
Hospital in collaboration with Indiana University School of Medicine and a Consortium of 
USA universities. AMPATH is a working model of urban and rural HIV preventive and 
treatment services to the communities in Western Kenya. There is a special offering and, in 
addition, PCIS sends funds to Kenya from the Local Mission account. 

• Salvation Army Miracle Kitchen. We provided food and service for dinners for 70-90 people 
a month, for the first and second months of each quarter, or eight times a year. Aileen 
Gardner has continued as the coordinator. Many, many members of our congregation supply 
food each time we serve. Additionally, members of the church volunteer to serve the meal. 
Sometimes, they bring their children with them so that the kids can see, first-hand, the 
poverty that exists close to our homes. We’d like to have more of our middle school kids join 
us in 2010. 

• Grace Evangelical Free Church. The Grace Evangelical Church provides dinners each 
Saturday evening. This is the one evening in which the Salvation Army does not serve 
dinners. PCIS donated monies to help with the costs of providing these dinners. 

• Camp Wilmot. A special offering was collected in February to support the camp. The 2009 
special offering monies were used to support an assistant for Camp Wilmot because the need 
for staff has increased. Don Soulé coordinates this special offering. 

• Mission at the Eastward (MATE). Funds were raised in June and work crews went to Maine 
during the first week of August. Aline Rober coordinates the MATE special offering. Jane 
Dossett continues to collect clothing donations and makes certain that they are shipped to 
those families in need in Maine. 

• Roxbury Presbyterian Church Social Impact Center. Dave Jacob is on the board of this 
important ministry. Our donation from the Local Mission account this year went towards the 
Trinity Education for Excellence Program (TEEP). This five-year program (summers only) 
begins when students are in the 5th grade. 100% of the students who have participated in this 
program have gone on to college. The program is conducted in concert with Roxbury SIC. 

• One Great Hour of Sharing. This offering provides disaster relief and world-wide mission 
projects through the Presbyterian Church USA. It is one of four special offerings that are 
sponsored by PCUSA. 

• Framingham Resource Center. We sponsored over 25 children each for the Back-to-School 
and Christmas Adopt-a-Child activities. Heather Goetsch coordinates these two activities. 

• SERRV Fair. We conducted the SERRV fair in December. We decreased the scope of this 
year’s fair because of the complicated logistics of coordinating multiple activities on the same 
weekend. People could purchase Presbyterian Coffee (fair trade) during the SERRV fair. Roz 
Fisher and Bob Diefenbacher lead the fair. 

• Operation Christmas Child. Many members provided shoe boxes filled with gifts for children. 
Jane Dossett continues to coordinate this important activity. 

• Presbyterian Coffee Project. We used fair trade coffee for fellowship and providing fair trade 
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coffee, tea, and cocoa to members and friends at wholesale prices. We sold $1,700 of coffee, 
tea, and cocoa. This program returns all income after expenses to the farmers. Linda Smith 
manages the fair trade coffee program. 

• Christmas Joy. This is a second of the four offerings that are sponsored by PCUSA. It is an 
offering that supports the Board of Pensions, and the Presbyterian racial ethnic schools and 
colleges. Collected funds are split equally between these two activities.

• Deacon coordination: Encourage newcomers and the congregation to be involved in the life 
and ministry of PCIS

Interior aesthetic improvements 

Under the direction of the Trustees, the Shepherding team eagerly accepted the task of managing the 
interior renovation of PCIS. Our team felt strongly that the physical appearance of our facilities needed an 
immediate face lift if we were to meet our goal of creating a positive, welcoming environment for 
visitors. While our facilities may have taken on the appearance of a Burma railway station for the 
summer, the mess seems to have been quickly forgotten in light of improvements made. 

Minor construction including the building of a choir robe closet in the chapel and the installation of a 
walk in closet outside fellowship hall allowed us to eliminate unsightly closets at both the entryway and 
upstairs hallway while improving functionality. Clear glass doors in fellowship hall, and fresh paint and 
carpeting, throughout the facility only enhance a visitor’s first impression. The project is not fully 
complete as our original plans include upgrading tables and chairs in fellowship hall. 

Visibility — Dave Hamel 

A major focus for the Shepherding team is Visibility. We continue to focus on raising awareness of our 
existing fellowship activities and outreach programs, through multiple media print articles, avoiding the 
use of paid advertisements. Our goal is to leverage every key fellowship and outreach activity through 
publicity, whenever possible, with both pre-event notices and post event photo accompanied by articles in 
the local press. This year, much of the routine public notices, and such publicity, regarding PCIS events 
has been made an internal office function. With Donya’s assistance notices have gone out weekly, more 
promptly and with a noticeable improvement in prose! 

Greeters — Jack Kaiser 

Greeting is more than just shaking hands! In concert with shepherding our greeters are tasked with the job 
of warmly welcoming visitors, explaining the church to them, finding out about their particular questions 
and needs (e.g., child care, children’s programs, etc.), escorting them to the sanctuary, introducing visitors 
to others, following up afterwards, remembering their names for next time, etc. We are always looking for 
more people who are willing to act as greeters. 

Web and Media — Tom Shineman 

A new visitor welcoming insert was developed for Pastor Bill to mail to first time visitors. A prototype 
was developed for church promotion to newcomers in Sudbury area. 

Web advertising — Jack Kaiser 

While not ready yet with a totally updated web site the Shepherding team is looking towards better web 
based exposure for our church advertising. This year we cut back our yellow pages print exposure saving 
$1,900. We are now tracking, and luring in, browsers searching for local churches via a Google service,

for only a few dollars per month. We are only in the early stages of the learning curve here but are excited 
about its potential. 

Fellowship Area — Christine Clark 

Fellowship continues to play a vital role in serving the members of our church family, and welcoming 
visitors and prospective members. We thank everyone who helped serve by coordinating and assisting in 
our Fellowship events. 

Our new kitchen appliances have been very helpful and contribute greatly to reducing the amount of time 
spent hosting events. This year we experienced two service repairs with the dishwasher which caused 
temporary inconvenience. All repairs have been made and the dishwasher is working fine now. The 
coffee machine has had no complications and appears to be a shining star with coffee hour volunteers. 
Our restaurant-white stackable cups, saucers, plates and flatware are in good condition and used 
frequently. We do need to order additional full-size plates to avoid having to use paper products.

Newcomers Area — Peter Welsh 

Perhaps reflecting the poor economy and (hopefully, not long term) departure of jobs from 
Massachusetts, the number of first time PCIS visitors declined substantially in 2009. In 2008, 47 first time 
visitor letters were sent. In 2009, the total was 17. The decline is not attributable to laxity in capture in 
visitor information; in fact, we feel it is the best in recent memory. No visitor letters were written for first 
time attendance in the first quarter (a big change from 2008 and earlier) and during July/August, perhaps 
due to necessary exterior construction. Aside from first time welcome letters, additional mailings to 2009 
and earlier visitors announced Holy Week schedule, summer schedule, fall schedule/summer 
accomplishments and Advent schedule. To help spur more PCIS member involvement in the visitor 
recruitment process, an article for the October 2009 PCiS Monthly was published. 

In 2009, five new visitors joined PCIS, the same number of new visitors as joined in 2008. Based on 
visitor momentum in fourth quarter 2009, hopefully caused by greatly improved church appearance and 
enhanced publicity, we are optimistic for a larger number of new members in 2010.

I have 
learned a great deal from the very special people who serve on this Board, and I am deeply indebted to 
them all for their thoughtful points of view, for their personal support in rough times, for their faithfulness 
to the central mission of the Board, and for their willingness to extend themselves in a wide variety of 
ways in the service of parish members. As Vice Moderator, Gail Hamel has been a constant and treasured 
source of support. The entire Board, with Bill McIvor in an advisory capacity, has helped me grow 
spiritually in ways that I did not anticipate but which I will certainly carry on my forward journey. 

I am excited that Gail Hamel has taken on the role of Moderator, and that Vice Moderator, Tom 
Shineman, will be her right hand helper. Both have the vision, commitment, and the kind of positive 
energy necessary to keep the Board strong and to make progress.

Gail’s initiative in organizing potluck lunches for different parishes 
helped deacons and parish members to get to know each other better, and to communicate with 
increased comfort. The parish lunches will again take place in February and March. Communication 
between parish members and their particular deacon will remain of paramount importance in the 
years to come. 

I believe we have an increased understanding and 
appreciation of each others gifts and contributions. We enjoy a strong team spirit because we have 
been blessed with opportunities to laugh and cry together, to listen respectfully to each other, to pray 
with and for each other.

Communication efforts also apply to our “List of Twelve” dependable PCIS members 
who with one swift phone call invariably produce food for church events throughout the year.

Thanks for your attention to this 
concern. 

4. As you know our central mission as deacons is to pray for others in need. But we have also tried to 
develop more effective ways of backing up our prayers with action. We take time each month to 
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consider specific ways in which to lend a hand. It could be with a home visit, a meal, a note card, 
phone call or an extra prayer. In order to maintain this effort, Deacons depend upon your insights into 
the needs of those who may be very private and restrained in their requests for prayer or for help. 
Communication works both ways. So please keep in touch with Deacons as needed, while obviously 
respecting the wishes of those who have decided not to share their needs. Our thanks go to Parish 
Assistant, Susan DeHoff, who has worked very effectively with Deacons to share closely observed 
needs of members she visits on a regular basis. Nancy Kohl is a key supporter in our call to action. 
Even during her summer months in Maine, she continues to coordinate the transportation program 
which links PCIS drivers with members who need them in order to attend their medical appointments. 
We are thankful for Nancy’s patience and tenacity that this work requires. 

How fortunate we are to have Deacons with creativity, generosity of spirit, and dedication to this church 
community. But then with prayer at the core of Deacon Mission, the possibilities are endless. Thanks to 
all.

In addition to executing the responsibilities above, the 2009 Board of Trustees focused their energies on 
several special projects, the largest of which was the building improvements associated with the capital 
campaign. The projects were grouped into four categories: Exterior and Mechanical — Trustees, Interior 
— Shepherding, Sanctuary Sound — Worship. The exterior work included the painting and restoration of 
wood rot on the upper parts of the building, power washing the siding, and addressing the appearance of 
the stained glass windows. The bulk of the planned work was completed in 2009 and the following 
projects will be completed in 2010: installing new entry doors near the parking lot, replacing a piece of 
special molding on the Concord Road side of the church and venting the new polycarbonate materials on 
the stained glass windows. 

Interior improvements completed were installing new carpet, enhancing the appearance of entranceways 
and gathering places and painting large portions of the building including the sanctuary and offices. Other 
planned improvements for 2010 will be purchasing new tables and chairs for Fellowship Hall, upgrading 
technology hardware and software and completing the work necessary to obtain and maintain an 
integrated sound system in the sanctuary. A significant amount of work will continue to be done to 
closely manage the finances associated with this project and ensure we have plans in place to fund and 
manage future capital building improvements. A capital campaign committee provided general oversight 
and we are thankful for the assistance and guidance of Alan Dossett, Ed Huppi and Andy Roosa. Many 
church members participated in various aspects of the building improvement efforts and the Board of 
Trustees sincerely appreciates the assistance of all who provided resources and support. 

In 2010 the board will wrap up the capital campaign project and focus resources on technology / office 
equipment contracts and making improvements to the processes / tools used to manage church finances. 

I would like to express our deepest gratitude to all those named above for their dedication and service, 
everyone who contributed to the Spring and Fall Work days and anyone who assisted us in performing 
our responsibilities this year.
